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Anna Vega, the Greenfield City Manager, passed away last Sunday, January 28, 2007, after a brief illness.  She was appointed City Manager in August of 2003.  During her time with the city, she brought the General Plan update to adoption, helped complete the new Community Center, completed two major bond issues, implemented a city-wide strategic plan, and laid the ground work for a new Civic Center, among many projects.

In addition to her work at City Hall, Anna also worked very closely with the community. She was President of the Greenfield Rotary Club for 2005-2006, was a member of the Mee Memorial Hospital Board of Trustees, and worked closely with the Greenfield Community Coalition, Sun Street Center. Anna was also active with the cities outreach program to agricultural field workers and members of the Oaxacan community.

“Anna’s shoes will be big ones to fill. It will have to be someone special to replace her”, said Councilmember Annie Moreno.

In addition to many of her other duties, she helped to establish Greenfield’s Sister City program with Apaseo El Alto, GTO and Pinotepa Nacional, Oaxaca.  

Mayor John Huerta, Jr. said “Anna was the city manager that our city has needed for a long time. She brought not only a high level of professionalism, but a personal outlook and unique caring for the qualities of our community.  Much of what we have achieved to date is because of her close working relationship with the city council, staff and members of the community to create a shared vision for our future.” 
Recently, Anna was honored by the Latino Network, with a Life Time Achievement Award in 2006.  The Monterey County Commission on the Status of Women had also, just recently, selected Anna as one of the 10 Outstanding Women of Monterey County for 2007.
